
Joy. Hebrews 12:2 comes to mind: “Let 

us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and 

perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set 

before him, endured the cross, scorning its 

shame, and sat down at the right hand of 

the throne of God.”(NIV) Jesus looked 

beyond the suffering, shame and death 

he knew was to come and focused on 

the joy that was to come from his 

sacrifice.  

What Joy was it that Jesus experi-

enced? The Bible says that there is 

great joy in heaven whenever a sinner 

repents (Luke 15:10). Likewise, the

Arriving in Gweru, Zimbabwe 

with their four children in 1989 

they soon after had Andrew, who 

born in Zimbabwe.  

Dan’s ministry was to train and 

establish Biblical leadership in the 

local churches. 

In 2001 churches in Gweru were 

building their own buildings, train-

ing leaders and planting churches 

independently. 

In 1997 they found a small baby 

boy abandoned in a hospital. His 

name was Tapuwa Benga. Tapuwa 

is an AIDS orphan and HIV posi-

tive . His father left him at the 

hospital to die. The McArthur’s  

took him home. God worked a 

miracle and after 7 months the 

boy was restored to his family and 

his father found Jesus as Lord of 

his life. Tapuwa is now a healthy 

12 yr old boy.McArthur’s were led 

to start the Tapuwa Upenyu Or-

phan Program.  TUOP is a hand’s 

on ministry for AIDS orphans. 

With 10 Million orphans in Africa, 

three million live in Zimbabwe. 

January started a new school year.  

Zimbabwe adopted the US dollar 

so school fees went from $20 per 

child to $150-$250 per child. In-
