
had nowhere else to go. My own wis-

dom, and that of all about me, seemed 

insufficient for the day." These words 

were spoken by one of the greatest 

men that ever lived and he knew with 

humility he could not do without Gods 

help . You know President Lincoln is 

right. Many times in the turmoil of our 

lives there is simply no other place to 

go but to God, on our knees in the 
humility that we cannot do it all. Now 

the great good news of the Bible is 

that this is not an empty, fruitless ex-

ercise. Because the Bible tells us that 

there really is a living God out there 

who really cares for each one of us, 

and who really is willing to intervene 

in the affairs of this world on our be-

half. But God only commits Himself to 

do this for those who have surren-

dered their lives to Jesus Christ and 

are willing to turn our troubles over 

to him. Why not be one of those peo-

ple? Be Still and Know He is God. 

Believe and be blessed, comforted and 

know a peace beyond understanding. 

(Philippians 4:6-7) 6Do not be 

anxious about anything, but in 

everything, by prayer and peti-

tion, with thanksgiving, pre-

sent your requests to God. 
7And the peace of God, which 

transcends all understanding, 

will guard your hearts and 

your minds in Christ Jesus. 

This passage is telling us not to 
worry about anything; instead, 

pray about everything. Give our 

worries to God and ask him for 

what we need, thanking him for 

all he has done for us. It is then 

that we will experience God‟s 

peace, exceeding all understand-

ing. His peace guards our hearts 

and minds as we live our lives in 

the confidence of salvation 

through Christ Jesus. 

During times like these with the 

economic challenges and a War, 

I think that‟s what God is calling 

us to do. To turn to him in times 

of trouble. Remember that God 

is our refuge. He is our strength, so 

we should not fear – no matter what 

happens in the world around us. God 

is reminding us to be still and know 

that He is God-and know that He is 

in control-and know that He will 

provide-and He will make a way for 

us. Be at peace. It‟s in God that we 

can find true peace, no matter what 

is happening in our lives. 

Abraham Lincoln said; “I have been 

driven many times upon my knees by 

the overwhelming conviction that I

The question had to do 

with the mark of ashes on 

the forehead.  Part of the 

answer involved Ezekiel and 

Revelation.  Ezekiel as well as John 

saw sealing of the servants of God 

for their protection: 

Ezekiel 9:4 "Go throughout the 

city of Jerusalem and put a mark on 

the foreheads of those who grieve 

and lament over all the detestable 

things that are done in it."  

Revelation 7:3 "Do not harm the 

land or the sea or the trees until 

we put a seal on the foreheads of 

the servants of our God." (also 9:4 

and 14:1)  This mark contrasts with 

the 666 mark of the beast. 

This mark in Ezekiel is suppos-

edly "a tav.” 

The Hebrew letter tav apparently 

looks like the Greek letter chi, 

which happens to look like an „x‟, 

and happens to be the first letter in 

christos, Greek for Christ. 

So those marked with this „x‟ like 

mark would be protected from 

death or destruction.  Interesting. 

Or as Spock would say: fascinating.   

Something else I find interesting/

fascinating. John 6:66: From this time 

many of his disciples turned back 

and no longer followed him. 

John didn‟t know that the Bible 

would be divided into book, chapter, 

and verse, but someone else did. 

Coincidence?  Or one of those de-

tails that God leaves to make us 

marvel and scratch our heads. 

If I am too far out in left field, 

somebody  tell me.  Tell me what 

you think or what you find on the 

subject of my articles.
