F ather’s Day invites us to ask a

very important question —
what does it mean to call God
“Father?”

Most of the great religions of
the world believe in one God and
teach the gist of the Ten Com-
mandments.

However, the concept of God
as our “Father”, a Father that
desires a close familiar relation-
ship with us as his children is an
idea you don’t find anywhere
outside the teaching of Jesus.

Jesus brought God home to
us establishing our relationship
with a loving, caring God.

The role a Father fills for his
children is designed to present
God to our children. "The great-
est charge God has placed on a
man is the relationship he has
with his children. As a child
grows they incorporate the mes-
sages they receive directly - and
indirectly through their parents
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As we get older and wiser, we
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behavior and role modeling into their
relationship with GOD." How a child
views God as a role model is directly
translated to the role a Father estab-
lishes with their children. The image of
the Father is the blueprint a child uses
to build their concept of who God is
and will be in their life.

It is astounding that God wants us
to call him “Father”. The implication is
staggering. Having God as our Father
means that he is a living personal being
and not an impersonal imaginary force.

It means we can have a relationship
with him and can get to know him,
trust him and rely on him to protect
us. It means he will be there when we
need him most. It means we can talk to
him, interact with him and relate to
him on a very personal and meaningful
level, even an intimate basis.

We might not know how to relate
to an almighty omnipotent being, a
most high and unreachable impersonal
force, because we cannot relate to that
in a relationship. There is no earthly
frame of reference to relate to that

the Senior’s Daily:

By forgiving someone totally, you
are actually freeing yourself from
bondage.

(2) Forgiveness does not necessi-
tate reconciliation. But, reconcile if
possible.

You can forgive someone in your
heart without having to reconcile
with him/her, especially if he/she has
the potential of hurting you
again. (For example, you can forgive
your neighbor’s dog for biting you,
but that does not mean you have to
go near him and pat him every time
you see him.)

But, relating to a Father,
that is different. This is why it is so
important for us who are Fathers and
those who will be Fathers to represent
God to our children correctly. We
need to set the example for others to
be Godly Fathers.

Some say the word “Father” ap-
plied to God, is used as an analogy.
Analogies subtly show truth. Until
recently, the father was recognized by
Western society as origin, head and
provider of the family. To call God
“Father” means that he has authority
over us and cares for the needs of all.

We expect a Father to have an
intimate, affectionate relationship with
his children, to spend “quality time”
with them. To call God “Father”
means that he is near, intimately con-
cerned, loving and even crazy about us.
He is not an aloof philosophical God
who created a universe run by fate or
chance. No, the God whom Jesus calls
Father cares about us and knows us
intimately. He loves us more than we
love ourselves. Hallowed be thy name!
